Previous community service is a plus. Have they demonstrated leadership 
in business or community organizing?

Look for an empathetic listener who treats everyone with respect. It's rare 
to find a candidate who aligns perfectly with your views. What matters 
more in local governance is a candidate's accessibility, willingness to hear 
all perspectives, and commitment to serve with a broad vision. 

Get to know the candidate. While it's a risk to vote for unfamiliar faces, 
engaging with candidates about their positions and visions for the city's 
future is essential. 

Opt for a team player. City councils operate as a team. The mayor works 
with the city council and so on. The best candidate is one who can 
positively impact the team dynamic.
